Atypical CT / X-ray imaging manifestation (case 1). An
83 years old female with fever for 4 days...
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Single, or multiple, or extensive subpleural grid-like
or honeycomb-like thickening of interlobular septum,
thickening of the bronchial wall, and tortuous and
thick strand-like opacity. Several patchy
consolidations, occasionally with a small amount
pleural effusion or enlargement of mediastinal lymph
nodes, can be seen (Fig. 4: 6 cases, 7.2% in a total of
83 cases). This is mostly seen in the elderly.
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
